The mutation is spontaneous and the effects are seen in early childhood between 6 to 18 
months of age. The disorder destroys speech, movement, and functional hand use. Many 
children lose the ability to walk, they struggle daily with severe seizures, scoliosis, breath-
ing abnormalities, and often the child becomes dependent on others for a lifetime of care. 
These children’s normal life expectancy is to the age of 14 to 17.
